Nesta palestra, proferida em inglés, Peter discutird a Inddstria 5.0 e as oportunidades para
a qualidade do trabalho e o trabalho em projetos. A Inddstria 5.0 € um novo conceito
politico proposto pela Comissdo Europeia, baseado em trés pilares: centralidade no ser
humano, resiliéncia e sustentabilidade. E o desdobramento da Industria 4.0. De que forma a
IndUstria 5.0 se diferencia da Inddstria 4.0?

Embora ambas as abordagens se baseiem na utilizagdo das mais recentes tecnologias
digitais, podem ocorrer mudangas significativas na qualidade do trabalho, porque a
IndUstria 5.0 defende a centralidade do bem-estar humano no local de trabalho.

In this lecture Peter will discuss Industry 5.0 and the opportunity for quality of work and
working in projects. Industry 5.0 is a new policy concept put forward by the European
Commission, which is built on the three pillars human-centricity, resilience and
sustainability. It is the follow-up of Industry 4.0. In what way is Industry 5.0 different from
Industry 4.0°?

While both approaches are based on making use of the newest digital technologies, there
may be significant changes in the quality of work, because Industry 5.0 advocates the
centrality of human well-being in the workplace. This has consequences for the
organisation of work, the division of labour, the application of technology and the skills of
workers. What are the opportunities for better and meaningful jobs? What is the role of
management? And what does it mean for working in projects?

In this lecture, information from the Horizon Europe projects BRIDGES5.0 and SEISMEC will be
presented, which are research projects into Industry 5.0 and the consequences for,
respectively, workforce skills and human-centric technologies.

Georgios Eftaxiopoulos is an architect, assistant professor of architecture and urbanism at
the University of California, Berkeley, and principal at the architecture and urban design
practice EO. He previously practiced in Belgium and Switzerland and, most recently, has
taught at the Royal College of Art, the Architectural Association, and the Aarhus School of
Architecture.

Joana Lages is an architect and urban researcher. She holds a degree in Architecture and
a Master of Architecture from the Lisbon School of Architecture, University of Lisbon, and a
PhD in Urbanism, focused on spatial justice and urban interventions in self-built territories.
Since 2020, she has been a researcher at DINAMIA'CET-Iscte, where she is an integrated
researcher and Deputy Director. Her work is interdisciplinary, bridging Architecture and the
Social Sciences, with a strong focus on action research, research-by-design, and
participatory and co-design methodologies.

Peter Oeij is a social scientist and works as a senior researcher & consultant at TNO,
department Health and Work, in The Netherlands.

Sofia Bento is a Senior Professor of Sociology and a researcher at ISEG, University of Lisbon.
She holds a PhD in the Sociology of Innovation from the Ecole Nationale Supérieure des
Mines de Paris. She teaches disciplines such as Science, Technology and Society;
Qualitative Methods; Action Research Approach; and Economic and Organisational
Sociology. Adopting a Science Studies approach, her research focuses on environmental
and collaborative processes for territorial development, scientific and technical
controversies, and scientific institutions, experts, and knowledge production. She is currently
involved in the Morfeus Project (Prima Funding) and is a member of the OHM Estarreja Board
(Observatoire Homme Milieu EstorrejG/CNRS) and the ESST network Bureau (Europeon
Studies of Society, Science and Technology).
